	TITLE OF SUBJECT                 
	COURSE OBJECTIVES

	RADIOLOGY AND NUCLEAR MEDICINE
	This subject involves theoretical and practical knowledge about radiology and nuclear medicine which have similarities and differences. While clinical radiology has had a greater focus on the demonstration of anatomy and pathology, nuclear medicine has placed more emphasis on biology and pathophysiology. After conclusion of this subject students should be able to make rapid and efficient diagnosis with imaging techniques in this field.

	INTERNAL MEDICINE I                               
	It is the first part of  Internal medicine which includes theoretical and practical knowledge from next areas: cardiology, pulmology, gastroenterology and nefrology. Objective of this course is to qualify the students for rational clinical judgement and therapy in the above mentioned areas. Clinical judgement will be based on rational diagnostics, especially on physical examination (anamnesis and clinical examination) and planned laboratory tests. Approach to therapy will be based on contemporary treatment and latest therapeutic and diagnostical knowledge taken from evidence based medicine.

	INTERNAL MEDICINE II                               
	The second part of  Internal medicine includes theoretical and practical knowledge from next areas: hematology, endocrinology, clinical immunology and rheumatology. Objective of this course is also qualifying the students for rational clinical judgement and therapy in the above mentioned fields. Clinical judgement also as approach to therapy are the same as for the first part of  Internal medicine, Internal medicine I.

	NEUROLOGY
	Objective of this subject is to enable students for identification, early detection, therapy and rehabilitation and prevention disorders of nervous system. Content is adjusted for doctors of general practice.

	DERMATOVENEROLOGY
	The course is designed to provide the knowledge to students about etiology, clinics, diagnostic  and therapeutic procedures of skin diseases and  sexually transmitted diseases (STD) which are common in general practitioner and urgent medicine practice.

	This subject includes knowledge of infectious diseases, their epidemiology, ethiology, pathogenesis, clinical and laboratory diagnosis and treatment.

	Learning about clinical skills from chosen clinical subject. Students can choose among this clinical areas: acute respiratory infections, developmental disorders of digestive system and therapy with infusions and transfusion.

	TITLE OF SUBJECT                  
	COURSE OBJECTIVES
	ECTS POINTS

	SURGERY I

	This course covers next areas: urology, general surgery, abdominal, thoracic and cardiovascular surgery. Through the theoretical, and especially practical education, students have to overwhelm with methods of patient’s examination, they have to recognize urgent conditions  in surgery and to get knowledge how to make distribution of patients by their urgency. After the course should be also qualified to recognize conditions and diseases which need skilled treatment. Students will be enabled to apply basic surgical skills in conditions of acute vulnerability of patient’s life.

	SURGERY II
	This course covers next areas: anesthesia and reanimation, neurosurgery, child surgery, plastic and reconstructive surgery and surgery in special conditions. Students will get theoretical knowledge to make differential diagnosis and practical skills from above mentioned areas, which are essential in general practice.

	GINECOLOGY AND OBSTETRICS                         
	The course is aimed to teach students the principles of anatomy, physiological functions and pathology of female sexual system. It covers a wide range of gynecological disorders, with physiology and pathology of pregnancy and delivery. After the course, students should be able to: examine and evaluate normal pregnancy in maternity/antenatal care, obtain a gynecological and obstetrical patient’s history, master gynecological examination techniques, write gynecological records and prescriptions for pharmaceuticals common in obstetrics and gynecology, and give advice regarding family planning with regard to ethical demands.

	DISEASES OF LOCOMOTOR SYSTEM
	The course is designed to teach the methods of clinical examination of locomotor system, recognize urgent conditions in orthopedy and traumatology, to learn about diagnostic procedures like laboratory and radiological diagnostics, and to get knowledge about the most common congenital malformations in locomotor system.

	OPHTALMOLOGY
	The course includes theoretical and practical knowledge of the examination, diagnostics and differential diagnosis of eye diseases. Students will learn about symptomatology of eye diseases, essential practical skills and be qualified for elemental ophtalmological examination.

	DISEASES OF HEAD AND NECK
	The subject covers othorynolaringology, maxillofacial surgery and sthomatology. Students have to overwhelm symptomatology of the most common diseases of the larynx, throat, nose and ear. Students will be enabled to make ORL examination, recognize and give diagnosis of acute diseases of the larynx, throat, nose and ear. Also they should be enabled to recognize diseases of the neck and head, and to give first aid to patients with head and neck wounds.

	SOCIAL MEDICINE
	Acquirement of basic knowledge and understanding of social aspects of health, disease and prevention of community, individuals and family. Learn about the connection between the diverse biological and social, political, and economic factors that influence health.

	PEDIATRICS
	The aim of this course is to qalify the students to recognize, cure and prevent diseases in child age. After course they should be: able to work with parents, qualified for taking anamnesis, clinical examination and interpretation of laboratory and radiological tests at the child age. The special accent is given on learning theoretical knowledge and basic skills which are needed in general practice.

	DOCTOR AND SOCIETY
	By this course student will learn how to function as a doctor and as a person in health care system, learning also ethics, human rights and history of medicine.

	JUDGE MEDICINE
	The course provides knowledge about injuries, toxicology, expert opinions in judge medicine, basics of medical criminology, techniques of forensic examination, law regulations applicable to a medical profession as well as medical jurisdiction.

	Aim of this subject is to provide the knowledge to students about principles of care for environment and care on workplace. Also students will learn about consequences of vulnerable environment and inadequate care on workplace.

	The main aim is learning about causes of diseases, learning how to  resolve such problems and learning about connection of epidemiology with other medical disciplines. The course also covers primary, secondary and tertiary prevention of disease.
